THE NORTH DAKOTA CHALLENGE GRANT PROGRAM allows individuals to make gifts to Minot 
State University and receive matching funds. The program allows for a 50% match on gifts designated to scholarship 
endowments and other areas such as technology, educational infrastructure, classroom enhancements, and equipment. 
Minot State has been allocated $1.7 million in matching funds. Match eligible gifts must be received between July 1, 
2023 and Dec. 31, 2024. Additionally, the program allows donors to make multi-year pledges (up to seven years) and 
receive the full 50% match immediately.

The current North Dakota Challenge Grant program, paired with 
the North Dakota Tax Credit for Charitable Giving, creates a unique 
opportunity to have the impact of your gift multiplied.

NORTH DAKOTA TAX CREDIT
The North Dakota Tax Credit for Charitable Giving provides for a 40% ND tax 
credit on charitable contributions of $5,000 or more to a qualified endowment. 
Any unused portion of the tax credit can be carried forward for up to three  
taxable years. The maximum tax credit is $10,000. For couples filing joint  
returns, a $20,000 maximum tax credit applies. Credit applies to ND income 
taxpayers only.

CREATING A NAMED SCHOLARSHIP  
through the Minot State University Development Foundation assists 
students and leaves a legacy at Minot State University. It is also a  
meaningful way to honor family and friends.

The first step is to determine whether you would like to establish an 
endowed scholarship or an annual scholarship.

ENDOWED SCHOLARSHIPS
Endowed scholarship funds are designed to be permanent and  

can be created with gifts totaling a minimum amount of $10,000  
contributed in full at the outset or with an initial commitment that 

is added to over time until the endowment level of $10,000 is 
reached. The principal of the fund is invested to produce income, 
and an annual award is made to a student(s). The principal  

remains untouched so the endowment can last into perpetuity.

ANNUAL SCHOLARSHIPS
Annual scholarships can be established with an outright gift of any 
amount. Unlike an endowed scholarship, an annual scholarship is 

not a permanent fund and is awarded only as long as you (or others) 
choose to contribute to the fund. 

As a scholarship donor, you choose the name and the criteria. The  
Development Foundation staff is available to help you with the process. 
Endowed and annual scholarships are awarded to students based upon 
area of interest, geographical origin, merit, financial need, academic 
achievement, or other criteria.

Typically, a selection committee carefully reviews the scholarship appli-
cations submitted by students and selects the most deserving recipient(s) 
based on the donor-established criteria.

Contributors of a scholarship fund are notified annually when the scholar-
ship recipient(s) has been selected and are informed of the name, as well 
as the amount of the award. Recipients often write a thank you note to the 
donor, and in some cases the recipient(s) and donor are able to meet.

Establishing a
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Freer-Stannard’s mother, 
Eleanor Dorothy (Church)
Freer ’35, inspired her to 
earn a teaching certificate 
from Minot State College, still 
known as a normal school 
when her mother graduated.

“My mother worked all 
day as my teacher, and then 
at night, she would put her 
lesson plans together, so my 
entire childhood revolved 
around what was going on  
at school, day and night,” 
Freer-Stannard said.

She attended a small 
country school outside of 
Mott, the same one her 
mother and father attended 
when they were children.

One specific subject and 
method especially excited 
Freer-Stannard: teaching 
reading using phonics, or 
the science of teaching basic 
reading skills by breaking 
words down into parts and 
using established rules to 
sound the word out. She 
realized this passion during 
her first year of teaching in 
Libby, Montana.

“Through my entire 
teaching career, I never ran 
across a situation like that in 
Montana, where they were 
so concentrated on teaching 
those kids how to read,”

she said. “I had a wonderful 
experience that year, and that 
inspired me to go back to 
North Dakota to get my four-
year degree.

“I learned how to read 
through the process of 
phonics. I watched my mother 
teach it, and when I got to 
Minot, they had some really 
good teachers who were 
teaching phonics. I did it 
during my student teaching, 
so I felt pretty confident.”

Once she earned her 
Bachelor of Science in 
elementary education, 
Freer-Stannard and two 
of her friends from Minot 
State — Joanne DesRoches-
Curtis ’60/’62 and the late 
Janice Lundt-Ward ’62, 
who also taught with her in 
Montana — decided to take 
an adventure and begin the 
rest of their teaching careers 
in Stockton, California. While 
Freer-Stannard moved about 
an hour away to Fremont, 
where she still is today, the 
Minot State alumnae never 
grew apart until Lundt-Ward’s 
passing earlier this year.

“The three of us got together 
for lunch about once every two 
or three months,” she said.

Freer-Stannard taught 
fourth, fifth, and sixth grade 

for 41 years, only three of 
which were not in Fremont, 
and she retired in 2002. 
She also earned a master’s 
degree in administration and 
supervision with specialization 
in reading instruction from 
California State College-
Hayward.

Since retiring, she hasn’t 
lost touch with her passion 
for phonics either. Earlier this 
year, she reconnected with 
her alma mater and learned 
about Minot State’s Reading 
Clinic and Early Literacy Camp 
hosted by the Center for the 
Applied Study of Cognition 
and Learning Sciences.

“They were talking in the 
news about how reading 
scores were plummeting 
all over the country, and I 
thought to myself, I wonder 
what’s going on at Minot 
State, if they still have that 
reading program and are 
concentrating as much as they 
used to on teaching reading 
with the use of phonics,” 
said Freer-Stannard. “When 
I found out that they were, I 
felt like it was an important 
place for me to set up an 
endowment to give back 
to the college and help all I 
could to show thankfulness 
for what I learned.”  n

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Instead, she stayed at the 
University for 18 years.

“I trained at Minot State, 
and I knew it was a good 
program,” the May 2023 
retiree said. “I had seen that 
firsthand, and then when I  
was a frontline speech-lan-
guage pathologist, I often 
took MSU students for their 
practical experiences, their 
externships.

“Knowing they were still 
being trained really well, 
made me want to be a part 
of that. And I loved the idea 
that I could give back to my 
profession, too. It’s a full circle 
sort of thing.”

Magnus spent breaks and 
long weekends at the home 
she shares with her husband, 
Randy, in Saskatoon,  
Saskatchewan, Canada. 
While in the Magic City, she 
immersed herself in more 
than just the classroom.

“I wanted my students to 
become the best speech-lan-
guage pathologists that they 
could, but I also wanted them 
to have a person that could 
be there for them,” she said. 
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Magnus leaves a legacy

“A lot of the students in the 
program aren’t from Minot, 
and I could in some ways be 
that mothering figure.

“We lost six babies, and that 
was a real challenge. Had any 
lived, I would not have come 
to teach at Minot, I would have 
been busy raising those chil-
dren. I’ve told my students that 
story, and they said, ‘But you 
have been mothering to us.’”

The Doctor of Philosophy 
in Communication Sciences 
and Disorders spent much of 
her time at students’ events, 
from hockey and basketball 
games to band and choir 
performances. Within her 
department, she often served 
as faculty mentor and advisor 
for the National Student 
Speech-Language Hearing 
Association.

“My belief is that teaching  
is not a 9 – 3 job,” she said.  
“I tried to come early and leave  
late, and I tried to be involved 
as much as I possibly could. A 
teacher is not just going and 
teaching your class. A teacher 
is being engulfed in the 
community of the university.” 

Part of that community 
involvement has been through 
monetary donations as well.

“I have stepchildren who  
I love dearly, but I don’t have 
biological children,” she said. 
“So, I want to have something 
that’s a legacy for the next 
generation.”

With the creation of the  
Dr. Lesley Magnus Scholar-
ship Endowment, she will 

continue to positively impact 
future speech-language 
pathologists.

“I remember as a student, 
that it can be so hard to make 
ends meet,” she said. “If 
there’s any chance a student 
doesn’t have to work during 
their tenure on campus, it 
gives them the opportunity 
to really focus on what’s most 
important at that time.” n

The recent renovation of 
the iconic north hill amphi-
theater is a testament to the 
tangible benefits of helping 
to better MSU.

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THE MINOT STATE UNIVERSITY 
community was saddened to 
learn of the passing of former 
University President Dr. H.  
Erik Shaar.

Shaar, who was MSU’s  
president from 1992-2004, 
passed away on May 11 in 
Sneads Ferry, North Carolina, 
at the age of 85. He is survived 
by his wife, Jane; sister,  
Christine Hogarth; and daugh-
ters, Gretchen Shaar-Hagwood  
(R. Bruce Hagwood) and 
Rachel Roach (Sean Roach).

“On behalf of the entire 
Minot State community, we 
mourn the passing of President  
Emeritus Erik Shaar. We extend 
our deepest condolences to 
Jane and the Shaar family,” 
said Minot State President Dr. 
Steven Shirley. “Dr. Shaar will 
be remembered for moving 
the University forward, both 

physically, with improvements 
to multiple campus facilities, 
and virtually, by launching 
MSU’s online programs. His 
commitment to helping build 
the MSU Development Foun-
dation continues positively 
impacting our students today 
and into the future.”

Shaar was raised in Pennsyl-
vania and majored in music at 
West Chester State College. 
During a stint in the U.S. Air 
Force, he played cello in 
its symphony orchestra. He 
earned a doctorate in music 
from The Catholic University  
of America in Washington, 
D.C., in 1964.

His academic career started 
at Northern Michigan Univer-
sity, where he taught music. 
He was dean of fine arts and 
humanities at Chicago State 
University, became Ship-
pensburg University’s vice 
president of academic affairs, 
and was president of Lake 
Superior State University from 
1986-1992.

During his time as presi-
dent, Minot State extended 
its campus boundaries by 
launching an online delivery 
program, the first in North 
Dakota. MSU remodeled 
the 90,000-square-foot 
Memorial Hall in 1996 and 
renovated several other 
campus buildings including 
the MSU Dome, Cyril Moore 
Science Center, Hartnett Hall, 

Old Main, and the Student 
Center.

In 1993, the Old Main 
Society was established to 
recognize cumulative contri-
butions to the University. Shaar 
increased the school’s endow-
ment to $11 million by the 
end of his presidency, a 700% 
increase from his first year.

Shaar was an avid 
supporter of the arts while 
at MSU, performing with the 
Minot Symphony Orchestra 
and, on occasion, wielding 
the conductor’s baton.

He continued to teach music 
and music appreciation after 
retiring in 2004. n
